SUBJECT: Project Budget (Design) for Hawley Armory Facade and Interior
Repairs
RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board of Trustees approve a Design Budget in the amount of $2,720,000 for the
exterior and interior repairs of the Hawley Armory facility.

BACKGROUND:

The Hawley Armory building is a well utilized building on the Storrs Campus serving
multiple constituencies including the Reserve Officer Training Corps, Fitness Well Being Center
and general use classrooms. The building, constructed in 1915, is listed on the National Register
of Historic Places and is an important part of the University’s heritage.

The building has had water infiltration due to the age and condition of the masonry
exterior and flashing. The building and fagade were partially repaired in the early 1990’s;
however, since that time the building has suffered additional deterioration. The deterioration and
resulting water and moisture infiltration have rendered a number of the rooms, including
classrooms, unusable. Initial studies performed in 2003 indicated a need to repair the roofs, walls
and parapets as well as seal the exterior brick. Intermediate repairs and mold remediation tasks
were completed in 2006. The next step is to determine the scope and budget for complete repair.

The cost of construction is based on 2004 estimates with an estimated cost
escalation factor through 2007. This Design Budget is attached for your consideration
and approval and is based on initial estimates by the design team.

BACKGROUND:
