SUBJECT: Project Budget (Final) for Interior Remediation, Demolition and
Removal of Pharmacy Buildings
RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board of Trustees approve a Final Budget in the amount of $1,793,000 for the
building interior environmental remediation, demolition and removal of the former Pharmacy
facility.

BACKGROUND:

With the completion of the Student Union project, the former Pharmacy facility should
be demolished and the site prepared for use as an open space quadrangle.

The goal is to begin the demolition during the holiday break, mid-December to mid-
January. Since the Board of Trustees next meets on January 30, 2007, we are presenting the
Final Budget without bids, which are due in late November. If the lowest responsive bid
exceeds the Final Budget, a Revised Final Budget will be submitted to the Board for approval
at the January 30, 2007 meeting.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board of Trustees approve a Design Budget in the amount of $1,793,000 for the
building interior environmental remediation, demolition and removal of the former Pharmacy
facility.

BACKGROUND:

The now-vacant Harold G. Hewitt and Pharmacy Research Buildings are slated for
demolition in accordance with the Campus Master Plan. With the completion of the Student
Union project, it is now an appropriate time to demolish and remove the former Pharmacy facility.
The area occupied by the buildings will become part of the overall landscape plan for the Student
Union Quadrangle.

The scope of work for the project assumes the removal and appropriate disposal of
environmentally sensitive materials, based on the recent survey of the building interior. After
demolition and prior to removal of foundations, appropriate environmental tests will be conducted
regarding existing soils adjacent to the remaining building foundations. The proposed project
Design Budget does not include soils environmental remediation; should such activity be
necessary, appropriate budgetary adjustments will be made in keeping with procedure. The
building foundations will be removed as part of the demolition scope of work. The back-filling of
the foundations and grading of the area will be done in accordance with the landscape design now
being planned for the Student Union Quadrangle.

This Design Budget is attached for your consideration and approval.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board of Trustees approve a project Planning Budget in the amount of
$1,793,000 for the building interior environmental remediation followed by demolition and
removal of the Pharmacy facility including the Harold G. Hewitt and Pharmacy Research
Buildings.

BACKGROUND:

The vacant former Pharmacy building is slated for demolition in accordance with the
Campus Master Plan. Now that the Student Union is complete, it is an appropriate time to
demolish and remove the Pharmacy building. The area occupied by the building will become part
of the overall landscape plan for the Student Union Quadrangle.

The scope of work for the project assumes the removal and appropriate disposal of
environmentally sensitive materials, based on the recent survey of the building interior. After
demolition, and prior to removal of foundations, appropriate environmental tests will be
conducted regarding existing soils adjacent to the remaining building foundations. The proposed
project Planning Budget does not include soils environmental remediation. The building
foundations will be removed as part of the demolition scope of work. The back filling of the
foundations and grading of the area will be in accordance with the landscape design for the
planned Student Union Quadrangle.
