RE: Project Budget (Planning) for a New 16” Water Main — Towers to
Glenbrook and North Eagleville

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board of Trustees approve the Planning Budget in the amount of $1,060,000 for
the installation of a new 16” water main segment at the University of Connecticut Storrs
campus.

BACKGROUND:

The University is responsible for the production and distribution for water throughout the
campus. In addition to typical domestic water uses (drinking, showers, cooking, etc) the
water system is essential to the production of utilities such as electricity, chilled water,
steam production and automatic fire protection systems.

Water supply studies indicate that under certain conditions (e.g. fire suppression event)
there is not enough pipe to simultaneously provide water for the campus needs. This
could result in a shutdown to critical systems such as electricity, heat and chilled water
production. The purpose of this project is to rectify this piping deficiency by installing a
new 16” water main from the water storage tanks to the main distribution system.

The Planning Budget is attached for your consideration and approval.
